The pur-
pose is tensure that federal resources are focused on landscape areas with the greatest
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opportunity to address shared priorities and achieve measurable outcomes.

The Statewide Assessment is a geospaticg
analysis of conditions and trends for all fo}-
ested lands in Idaho. It delineates rural al
urban forest areas that are the highest pripr-
ity for projects and investments administejed
through State and Private Forestry progr
Threats to and benefits from forest resour|
are identified and form the foundation of t
analysis.
