20.07.02, "Rules Governing Oil and Gas Conservation in the State of Idaho" effective 
December 21, 2011, and adopt the Pending Rule as a new Temporary Rule with an effective 
date of December 21, 2011. 
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DISCUSSION:  Secretary of State Ysursa recalled that when the pending rules were approved 
at the November 15 Oil & Gas Conservation Commission meeting the Commission asked the 
Department how the pending rule could be put in place immediately as a temporary rule.  
Secretary of State Ysursa commented that the pending rule offers better safeguards and 
more transparency than the existing temporary rule.
