CHAPTER 2
CPEN MEETI NGS LAW

74-206. EXECUTI VE SESSIONS -- WHEN AUTHORI ZED. [ EFFECTI VE UNTIL JULY
1, 2020] (1) An executive session at which nenbers of the public are
excluded may be held, but only for the purposes and only in the nmanner set
forth in this section. The nobtion to go into executive session shal
identify the specific subsections of this section that authorize the
executive session. There shall be a roll call vote on the notion and the
vote shall be recorded in the mnutes. An executive session shall be
authorized by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the governing body. An executive
sessi on may be hel d:

(a) To consider hiring a public officer, enployee, staff nenber or

i ndi vi dual agent, wherein the respective qualities of individuals are

to be evaluated in order to fill a particular vacancy or need. This

par agr aph does not apply to filling a vacancy in an elective office or

del i berations about staffing needs in general;

(b) To consider the evaluation, dismissal or disciplining of, or to

hear conplaints or charges brought against, a public officer

enpl oyee, staff menber or individual agent, or public school student;

(c) To acquire an interest in real property which is not owned by a

publi c agency;

(d) To consider records that are exenpt from disclosure as provided

in chapter 1, title 74, ldaho Code;

(e) To consider prelimnary negotiations involving matters of trade

or commerce in which the governing body is in conpetition wth

governi ng bodies in other states or nations;

(f) To comunicate with legal counsel for the public agency to

discuss the legal ramfications of and legal options for pending

litigation, or controversies not yet being litigated but inmmnently

likely to be litigated. The nere presence of |egal counsel at an

executive session does not satisfy this requirenent;

(g) By the comm ssion of pardons and parole, as provided by | aw,

(h) By the custody review board of the Idaho departnment of juvenile

corrections, as provided by |aw,

(i) To engage in communications with a representative of the public

agency's risk manager or insurance provider to discuss the adjustnent

of a pending claim or prevention of a claiminmmnently likely to be

filed. The nere presence of a representative of the public agency's

ri sk manager or insurance provider at an executive session does not

satisfy this requirenment; or

(j) To consider |abor contract matters authorized under section 67-

2345A [74-206A] (1) (a) and (b), I1daho Code

(2) The exceptions to the general policy in favor of open neetings
stated in this section shall be narrowWly construed. It shall be a
violation of this act to change the subject within the executive session
to one not identified within the nmotion to enter the executive session or
to any topic for which an executive session is not provided.

(3) No executive session may be held for the purpose of taking any
final action or making any final decision.
